Sharon is looking for the money box that she brought.  Marlene took home a variety of warm winter coats, washed them and delivered them to the Plain food bank.  Ev and Jerry took a truckload of left over items to Salvation Army.  Lisa took 3 loads of vases to Safeway.  The florist was thrilled to receive  them.
The gathered group gave a round of applause to Ev and Jerry.  It was their note keeping and organization that made the sale run smoothly again this year.
New Business:  Pat B sent around sign up sheets.  We will have 2 toy firetrucks this year.  Rita, Linda and Pat B. will inventory and order needed food for the Pancake Breakfast.  According to last year's notes, attendance was down quite a bit last year.
Pepper attended the Firefighter's meeting and thanked them all for their help during the yard sale.  She asked for a show of hands for those interested in a CPR class.
