Pledge of Allegiance

LWFR District 9: 
Bond Review – Chief Walker and Mick Lamar
A bond is a loan that a public entity takes out for capital improvements like buildings.  Borrowed money is paid back over a fixed time like a mortgage.

This new facility was identified in our master plan.  The $15MM bond will be on the August 5th ballot and the cost of the bond is spread out over 20 years, resulting in a cost of $25.00 a month for a $500,000 home.  This timeline means that several generations will pay for the fire station and we need a 60% supermajority to pass.  Our current fire stations are 40 years old and no longer meet the needs of a growing community. This new station will relieve the pressure on the other stations and will also provide 24-hour staffing.  The new station 93 building will cost $7.5M; the EOC/Training building will cost $3.8M; upgrades to the 4 satellite fire stations will cost $2M; and the contingency for the above expenditures is $1.7M.

Old Business:
Safety Day Update: Dorothy Baker
Thanks to everyone for coming out and the event was well attended.  Kids and adults were fit for bike helmets and kids were fit for life jackets.  Smokey the Bear was there, the helicopter landed, and more than 400 hot dogs were given out.  It was a great event and generated donations of $434.96.  

Plain Cellars Benevolent Update: Jimi Wilson and Mike Colwell
Another great event and it was a huge success.  Auxiliary members wore their swag and many firefighters were there.  Firefighter Shane was in full structure gear to show that it costs almost $10,000 to equip each firefighter.  
The event brought in $9,515.02 including a donation from Plain Cellars.  A thank you letter, and tax receipt will be sent to Plain Cellars.
It was suggested to have more microphones when people are talking so that everyone can hear and communicate about the event on the reader board at station 91.

Tour de Bloom Race: 
Chief Walker was asked about Tour de Bloom.  
When Tour de Bloom started years ago, it was a small race and was a community supported event, but it has grown significantly since then.  As a fire department, we must plan for it and have everything in place and we will continue to do this.  
The Auxiliary will need to decide how much you support the race.  Hopefully, it will continue to be a positive event for the community. The Auxiliary struggled to get enough volunteers this year, and several suggestions were offered: Do we ask for more money from the race; Could more signage help reduce the number of volunteers needed; Do we prioritize the intersections to staff.  
Jimi Wilson has offered to coach someone to run the event, and Velda Millard has some ideas for next year and would like to be part of the conversation.
