LWFR Bond Voting Campaign Signage & Status: Stan Morgan
Mailers and post cards have been developed and will be distributed by the post office.  
Jimi Wilson – this is such an important vote, and we need 40% of the people who voted in the last election to vote again and then we need 60% of those people to vote yes for the bond to pass. The passing of this bond will also help with insurance rates as insurance companies ask if firefighters are full time.  
Chief Walker – Bond pamphlets and fact sheets are paid for by the department and the Citizens Committee pays for the signs.  Having a central station is the most cost-effective way to take the pressure off the other stations.  There are limitations on what we can do with the current fire stations, and it is expensive to retrofit.  The other stations are scheduled for improvements as part of the bond, and we will break ground in 2026 if the bond is approved.
Based on questions asked, Franklin French will research how to register to vote and requesting an absentee ballot.
