LWFR District 9: 
Bond Measure – Litigation Update: Comments provided by Chief Walker
The ruling by Judge Brandt was not in our favor. Citing two clerical errors 1) failing to post the special meeting agenda 24 hours in advance, (they were posted 22.5 hours prior) and 2) The business listed as “Bond" was insufficiently clear. The Judge acknowledged that no individual board member did anything wrong and the errors did not seem intentional. Regardless they were critical and he ruled to overturn the Yes result of the election and assign payment of legal fees to the department. 
The board has chosen to not appeal the decision as part of an agreement to reduce legal fees. At this time, the legal issue of the capital facilities bond is complete.
The board and the district have adjusted internal procedures to change how agendas and minutes are posted and we will be investing more in our web page infrastructure to provide more information and ensure regulatory compliance going forward. This was a costly mistake and as we do, we will learn from it.
In response to the loss of capital funding the board is reevaluating the 2026 operational budget to move what funds we have and address critical repairs at existing stations, and a strategic planning session is being scheduled in early 2026 to re-evaluate current and future community needs. We are thankful for the Auxiliary's support during the election and during the following trial. Your presence mattered during this very difficult juncture.
