Deputy Chief of Operations Steve Foley
There are two main fires in our area right now: The Lower Sugarloaf Fire, which is now over 40,000 acres, is quiet at this end but still burning at the other end and is currently 66% contained.  
The fire camp in Plain will be there for quite a while.  
The Labor Mountain Fire crew feels good about where they are and the fire is now about 10% contained.  Blewett Pass is now open but please drive slowly through the area as crews are working near the road. The end of the fire season is coming soon along with cooler temperatures and some rain. LWFR sent crews to 10 different fires in the area this season.  The smoke conditions should get better but air inversions at night create the smokey conditions in the morning.  No structures were lost in our district this season.
We have two new fire engines coming which were ordered a couple of years ago.  They are for structure fires and wildland structure fires.
There are crews working on the snowmobile trail areas for the upcoming season.
